   Clinic Intro / Thoughts on High School Football after 22 seasons in the North State 

Coach Turner retired at the end of the 2008 season after winning his 5th section title with the Huskies.  He has a career 
record of 167-64-2 and a 94-11 record over his last 9 seasons.  He was voted the Northern Section Coach of the Year 
and the MaxPreps California Division 3 Coach of the Year in 2008. 

  9:30 – 10:20 AM RYAN REYNOLDS, SUTTER UNION HIGH SCHOOL 
   The 4-3 Multiple Front Attacking Defense: “The Defense that Dominates” 

Coach Reynolds has been the Defensive Coordinator at Sutter since 2000.  Since implementing his defense, the 
Huskies have produced 7 All-State defensive players, 15 All-Section defensive players, and 10 defensive league MVPs.  
In 9 seasons as Defensive Coordinator, Coach Reynolds’ Defenses give up an average of just 11 points per game while 
winning 4 section championships and 8 league championships. 

10:30 – 11:20 AM JOEY MONTOYA, PLACER HIGH SCHOOL 
   Developing a Program from the ground up 

Coach Montoya has been the head coach at Placer for two years and led his team in 2008 to its first playoff appearance 
in 8 years and its first section title appearance in 27 years.  Before arriving at Placer, Coach Montoya was the head 
coach at Pioneer High School where his offense averaged 41 points per game in his 4 years at the helm.  Montoya 
began his coaching career at Nevada Union High School where he was an assistant and offensive coordinator. 

11:30 – 12:20 PM MARK LOUREIRO, ESCALON HIGH SCHOOL 
   The Shotgun Wing-T 

Coach Loureiro heads one of the top small school programs in the state of California.  His Escalon Cougars can be 
found year after year ranking in the top 10 of the Golden State.  In 2008, Coach “Lou” achieved his 200th win in only 
20 years.  Coach Loureiro’s overall record at Escalon is 202-37-1 with 10 league titles, 7 section titles, and 6 time 
runner-up titles in the last 20 years.  Coach Lou has been running the Wing-T since 1989 and speaks at many clinics on 
the West Coast regarding the Wing-T offense.

Spread Passing Game 
Coach Gingery has been a head coach since 1993. From 1993-2000, he was the head coach at Granada High in 
Livermore, California where he led his teams to 3 section championships. Since 2001, Coach Gingery has led the 
Shasta Wolves where they competed in the 2008 Division I Section Championship. Coaching honors include coaching 
the Bay area all-star game and being selected as the NFL Coach of the year and NCS coach of the year. Gingery's 
offense has traditionally been labeled as "high octane". He speaks regularly at clinics around the state focusing on the 
passing game at the high school level. 

  2:30 – 3:20 PM  JIM VERT, WEST VALLEY HIGH SCHOOL 
   West Valley 4-4 Defense and Philosophy 

Coach Vert has been coaching football for 27 years and has been at West Valley High School since 1989.  At West 
Valley, he has been the Offensive Coordinator, Defensive Coordinator, and has been the Linebackers coach since 1990.  
The Eagles have been to the NSCIF Championship game 5 times in the last 6 years and 6 out of the last 10 years.  
Coach Vert has helped lead West Valley to 2 Northern Section titles and is big reason why West Valley is known 
around the north state for having a dominating defense. 

  3:30 – 4:20 PM  PAUL CRONIN, CARDINAL NEWMAN HIGH SCHOOL 
No-Huddle Offense 
Coach Cronin has a 64-11-1 record during 6 seasons with the Cardinals.  He has 5 league titles and 4 North Coast 
Section titles.  Since California began its state bowl game format three years ago, Coach Cronin’s teams have 
represented the North in the 2006 and 2008 seasons.
